Besides 8 standard beam launching ports, it has a DMX speed and direction controlled motorized diffraction port.  Even more important, it has a tenth scanport that, under DMX control, can generate ribbed-sheets from two digital synthesizers, variable speed popcorn beams, and preset beams and fan looks.  Built-in chases using all the beamports, diffraction settings, fans, and sheets can be run using a DMX speed control.

GreenHornet was also designed and manufactured, in line with our other projectors, to be rugged and reliable.  It is available immediately on the international market with green lasers from 20-200 mw.  It is not currently planned to offer sub 5mw systems as we feel it is not in a customer’s interests to pay so much for a projector and have its capabilities wasted with LED like laser brightness.  Because an ILDA 30K feedback scanner controls all effects, the projector is extremely fast and can essentially light up all effects in an instant if desired for that major StarWars look.
Further features include DMX address offset for the current 23 channels of control, 360 degree horizontal and height adjustment on the beamports, sealed ports for long-term cleanliness, mounting options for walls, trusses, or ceilings, premade DMX frames for controlling from Pangolin, ability to create your own chases on a DMX board, and compact lightweight (under 14 lbs.) for mobile DJ’s.
